Pay Review Bodies Economists Advisory Group Remit

· to provide a steer as to the kind of data and evidence that might be drawn upon by OME and the Pay Review Bodies ;

· to provide advice on technical papers prepared by, for example, HM Treasury; 

· to help ensure a consistent approach to economic evidence across the Review Bodies; 

· to suggest cross-cutting research needs that OME could address

· to interpret academic work so as to make the findings accessible to non-economists on the Review Bodies;

· to provide a ‘quality control’ mechanism for assessing the ‘value’ of research work; and

· to advise OME and each other of relevant on-going/up-coming research work when Members became aware of it.
