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The Advisory Group:

· Advises and supports HEe
· Acts as the first point of subject accountability for HEe
· Advises on HEe’s development of its strategic and operational planning and progress 

· Receives reports on current activity and monitors information 

· Champions the work of HEe with departments and associations and brings feedback from these 

· Reports progress and issues to the Economics Network

· Alongside the Economics Network Advisory Group, liaises with the Higher Education Academy Directorate and advises the Academy on subject related matters.

 Membership

The formation of the Advisory Group is based on:

· No less than 6 members 

· Independent Chair (independent of Economics Network staff) 

· CHUDE (Conference of Heads of University Departments of Economics) representation 

· Employer/user representation

· Economics Network representation. 

The formation of the Advisory Board should take into account:

· Diversity balance of members

· Diversity of HEIs in subject constituency 

· UK wide coverage. 

The terms of office for members should enable continuity and suitable rotation over a 2-3 year period.

Meetings will usually be twice-yearly at Health Economics Study Group conferences.

The Chair of the HEe Advisory Group will meet with the Economics Network once per year.   
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
