Plotting time series data using Excel’s chart wizard

The intention is to first plot both unemployment & inflation data for country A, format this graph and then create a copy which we will use for country B (i.e. we are cutting down on the formatting work by focusing on the one graph).

Using your mouse go to cell B4 (which should have the heading ‘Year’ in it). Left 
click on the mouse and 
move it across and down to highlight the unemployment & inflation data for all years (1 to 34) for country 
A only.

In the tool bar select ‘Insert’ and choose Chart. In the ‘Chart Wizard’ pop-up menu (shown below in 
figure 3) select XY (Scatter) and in the Chart Sub-type options click on the first option in the third row of 
options. (Contrary to your expectations the Line type plot is not particularly easy to format).

Click ‘Next >’ twice to reach the ‘Chart Wizard – Step 3 of 4 – Chart options’ menu page (shown in figure 
4.) In ‘Chart title:’ type something like “Unemployment & inflation rates (%): Country A” in the Value (Y) 
axis:’ (the vertical one) type in a percentage sign % (as the data is expressed in percentages and not 
levels), click on finish and save your work!
